Art. I

Primary Objective and Statement of Work

1. The Institute is focused on basic research in the field of physical sciences: physics of condensed substances, sub-nuclear physics, space physics and biophysics; as well as in selected areas of chemical sciences, biological sciences and nanotechnology. 

2. In the field of condensed substances the Institute deals with the study of the conductive, optical, thermic, mechanical and magnetic attributes of condensed substances (metal materials, nanostructural materials, superconductors, quantum liquids, magnetic liquids, mononuclear magnets) up to very low temperatures. 

3. In the field of sub-nuclear physics the Institute focuses on active participation in experimental projects conducted by leading international accelerator centres (CERN Geneva, DESY Hamburg and others).

4. In the field of space physics the Institute deals with the study of energetic cosmic particles and cosmic radiation, for which measurements gained from space satellites and ground stations are used.

5. Biophysical research is focused on the study of the conformations, forms, conformational changes, the dynamic of conductive phenomena and inter-molecular interactions of biological macro-molecules, and their supra-molecular structures and models. 

6. Theoretical research is focused mainly on the study of non-linearly stochastic dynamic and selected issues in the fields mentioned in points 2 through 5.

7. The Institute ensures the production, storage, distribution and sale of cryogenic mediums, mainly for the requirements of institutes of the SAS, as well as domestic and foreign customers.

8. The institute offers advisory and expert services which are related to the main activity of the Institute and provides internet services for organizations of the SAS which have their seat in Košice.  

9. The Institute runs doctoral studies in accordance with generally valid legal regulations. 

10. The Institute ensures the publishing of the results of scientific and research activities through periodic and non-periodic press. The issuance of periodic and non-periodic press is governed by the resolutions of the Presidium of the Slovak Academy of Sciences. 

Art. II

Material and Financial Specification of Property, to which the Institute of Experimental Physics of the Slovak Academy of Sciences exercises administration of state property

1. The Institute of Experimental Physics of the Slovak Academy of Sciences administers property, which it acquired through its own activity and which was entrusted to it for the conduct of a defined purpose and its Statement of Work. It keeps record about this property in its accounting and operational registry. 

2. Non-circular property administered by the Institute of Experimental Physics of the Slovak Academy of Sciences consists of long-term tangible property, long-term in-tangible property, small long-term tangible property and other long-term property registered in the operational registry according to final accounts – balance sheets by 31.12.2007.

Historical Development of the Organization

The Institute of Experimental Physics was created on 1.1.1964 as a branch of the Institute of Physics of the Slovak Academy of Sciences based on the resolution of the Presidium of the Slovak Academy of Sciences 1/3a from 10.6.1963. The branch was renamed to the Institute of Experimental Physics of the Slovak Academy of Science by the resolution of the Presidium of the Slovak Academy of Science from 25.3.1968.

Art. IV

Legal Personality of the Organization

The Institute of Experimental Physics of the Slovak Academy of Sciences is a corporate body, it is eligible to independently assume rights and enter in commitments. 

Art. V
Organizational Structure of the Organization

The organizational structure of the Institute of Experimental Physics of the Slovak Academy of Sciences is regulated in more detail by the Organizational Order of the Institute of Experimental Physics of the Slovak Academy of Sciences which is issued by the Director after the opinion of the management of Section I of Sciences of the Slovak Academy of Sciences.

The Institute of Experimental Physics was founded for an indefinite period of time.
